IBM 1401 Radio Music


A new program has been written to play music on an IBM 1401 using the radio interference generated by the IBM 1401.
After the program is loaded into memory, multiple decks of cards can be read in defining the music to be played.
Basics:

1. Spaces have no meaning on each card but each card must have at lease one space as the last character on a card.

2. The last card of a music file must end with a card starting with (EOM)  End Of Music

3. The last card of the music files must end with a card  starting with  (EOF)   End Of File

4. Any parameters not understood will cause:

4.1. The data to be printed on the printer

4.2. The point of error indicated

4.3. The rest of the card ignored

4.4. Processing will start with the next line

4.5. The program will not play that music file
